The Bayan Palace, opened in 1986 for the Fifth Arab League
Summit, is one of Kuwait's finest architectural achievements,
spanning 1.4 million square meters. It serves as the primary
venue for international conferences in the country.

The Council consists of 39 elected members, representing
fifteen electoral wards. Eight of the wards elect three
members each. The other seven elect two each. The council is
elected by thirds, with the most recent election happening in
May 2011. The Council is currently controlled by the
Conservatives, who hold 35 of the 39 seats, while 4 Labour
councillors represent wards in the Borehamwood area.
